this EMC and include simply: Transportation Accidents – road/passenger; 
Windstorm – tornado, microburst, lightening storm; Forest Fire; and Severe 
Winter Weather – snowstorm, blizzard, ice, sleet, and prolonged period of 
freezing temperatures. 

4. That a solar panel, to be affixed to the outside wall, be purchased to charge the 
battery on the generator. 

5. That an electrician be contracted to modify the electrical panels in the Township

• 911 Advisory Board Resolution

WHEREAS The Ontario 9-1-1 Advisory Board was formed at the request of Ontario 
Municipalities; and 
 
WHEREAS it is now in great need of financial assistance in order to continue to 
represent our ratepayers in the face of ever-increasing technological advancement; and 
 
WHEREAS technological advancement and deregulation of the local telephone market 
makes it necessary to represent municipalities and ratepayers at the Canadian Radio 
Telecommunication Commission (CRTC) and the CRTC Interconnection Steering

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
 
Question about status of negotiations with North Bay fire department and its vehicle. 
Answer: Discussion in process, North Bay Chief is attempting to have the vehicle 
removed from surplus status so that disposal process might be more favourable for us.  
Councillor Gibson will keep us up to date. 
 
Question: Councillor Reid was approached by a ratepayer wanting to know why the 
township office was closed during a recent power outage.  Ratepayer was told that any 
official complaint would need to be addressed to Council and in writing.  Councillor Reid 
then continued by explaining that this ratepayer knew that we had generators, why 
weren’t we using them?   
Answer: Clerk explained that the generators were for emergency management 
purposes, that they were to power the office and EOC in a declared emergency.  They 
were not to power the office during regular outages.  Clerk also asked why, like the 
laptop and projector, this equipment couldn’t be used when needed, in situations other 
than declared emergencies or specifically for emergency management purposes 
acknowledging that the equipment was purchased with JEPP funding.  Are there 
restrictions? Or was this simply past practice? Clerk will look into the use of emergency 
management generators for short-term power outages for the office. 
 
Yvan Strachan attended at the office, made a request to address council in reference to 
the cemetery – Council agreed by general concensus that he could be heard. 
Mr. Strachan wanted to make sure that we understood that there were no incumbency 
rights for further use of that land as a cemetery, that the letter he received from the 
province through our lawyer led him to believe that there was a possibility of future 
interments. We assured him that the municipality has no intention of allowing additional 
burials.  Discussed continued maintenance. After Mr. Strachan excused himself, Council 
discussed what actions could be taken to ensure that there is no further use of this 
property as an active cemetery.  Clerk agreed to add this item to next week’s Committee 
agenda.
