Councillor Allen has vol-

unteered to lower the 

The Veterans Memorial 

has come to be an im-

portant landmark in 

Head, Clara and Maria 

because of one veteran’s 

dream to honour those 

who served their country. 

I quote from the pam-

phlet that was distributed 

the day of the official 

opening of the monu-

ment. 

“In 2005, The Year of the 

Veteran in Canada, Mr. J. 

Ernie Boudreau returned 

to Europe 61 years after 

his initial landing during 

WWII. As a Canadian Vet-

eran, he was touched by 

the war memorials 

throughout Europe and 

the honour that they be-

stowed onto Veterans, 

even half a century after 

the war. When he re-

turned to Canada, Ernie 

put into motion a project 

that would bestow the 

same honour onto his 

comrades from Head, 

Clara and Maria and ena-

ble you, their families, 

friends, and future gener-

ations of Canadians to 

remember them.  The 

memorial before you is 

the result of that vision 

as well as the caring ef-

fort of many members of 

our community.  

Although the United 

Townships of Head, Clara 

and Maria is a small mu-

nicipality of approximate-

ly 225 residents, 179 of 

our citizens have served 

in the military between 

1914 and 2005, the Year 

of the Veteran.  Their sac-

rifices and achievements 

helped to build both the 

country and the commu-

nities in which we live 

today, and we are ex-

tremely proud of their 

contributions and their 

courage.  We were fortu-

nate that of 179 Veter-

ans, only ten did not re-

turn home. Those ten are 

especially remembered 

here.” 

Each name is read and 

remembered, those who 

returned and those who 

died in service. With this 

memorial, the memory of 

our Township’s residents 

who served and made 

the ultimate sacrifice will 

never fade.

Many thanks to HCM residents who honour 

the history of Head, Clara & Maria 

Our sincere recognition goes out to Andy Bois-

soneault and John & Trudy Miller who have restored 

and reclaimed an abandoned gravesite on Highway 

17 west of Deux Rivieres.  

There is much speculation on the history surrounding 

the “Kidder Family” gravesite. As the story goes the 

Kidder family died of diphtheria and were buried, as 

often happened in pioneer times near their home. 

When the Trans Canada highway was improved it is 

said that the MTO road workers relocated the graves 

to their present site near Gibson Lake. For some 

time, the site was cared for by an unknown individual 

and eventually fell into disrepair. 

I have no solid evidence to support the speculation I 

have described but I have found the Kidder family 

names in the 1888 Renfrew County Directory 

(National Library of Canada) based on the 1886 as-

sessment. It was the first issue of a directory embrac-

ing a complete list of the names of residents in each 

town, village and township in the County. 

I found the following names and assessment infor-

mation: 

Lenaw Kidder, Deux Rivieres, farmer, freeholder, lot 

60, cons. B, Maria 

Joseph Kidder, Deux Rivieres, farmer, freeholder, lot 

5, cons. A B, Clara 

Andy, John and Trudy dug into their pockets and 

shared their time and talent to help make a small
